ACKNOWLEDGMENT OF THE GSIS SCHOLARSHIP CONTRACT
The rule is that each signatory to the contract (grantee/scholar/parents/GSIS representative) must acknowledge his/her signature in his/her place of residence. This means that if the signatories are residents of different cities or provinces, they will have to acknowledge their signatures separately before different notaries public.

A. The following persons should sign the contract:

1. GSIS representative 

2. Grantee

3. Scholar
4. Parent/Guardian of the scholar
B. The following persons should acknowledge their signatures before a notary  

public:
1. GSIS representative

2. Grantee

3. Scholar (*unless a minor)
